 Mayhem On The Mountain 

Art and Craft Vendor Application Guide
General Information:

The Art or Craft vendor frontage fee is $150.  This includes:  2 weekend tickets, 1 vendor parking pass, and free tent camping pass.  This fee does not include:  extra vehicle parking in the vendor parking area, extra tickets, and power or water connections.  If you have a need for more assistants at the event, early bird tickets ($50) will be available for purchase when you send in your booth fee payment.  
If you will be camping on premises in anything other than a tent, then you must camp in the designated vehicle camping area, and there will be an additional vehicle camping fee of $30 for the entire event (no power or water connections).  There are a limited number of R/V sites offering a full hook-up available for $50 for the entire event.  
Vendors are expected to be set-up for the duration of the Mayhem on the Mountain Bluegrass Festival event, in this case May18th–19th 2007. 

Application Fee:


There is a non-refundable $5 fee required with the application, which will be applied towards the booth fee if the application is accepted and approved. “Paypal”, Check, or Money Order will be accepted, make checks payable to Indian Meadows Campground.
Do not include booth, or any other fees with your application. Those fees can be submitted, and other payment methods arranged once you have been notified that your application has been accepted and approved. 

Spaces:



We will have space available for a 10’ front, 15’ front (add $50 to fee), please indicate which site you will need.  If you have an unusual sized booth or tent please indicate the dimensions.  The vendor locations will be located outdoors on a grassy or graveled site, which has the potential to be muddy if persistent rain ensues before or during the festival.  If you can not set up on an incline, grassy, or graveled site please indicate on your application.  Bring your own display materials (chairs, tables, etc.), tarps and/or canopies.  Booths are the sole responsibility of the vendor.  You must lock up your merchandise at night.  Vendors will have the opportunity to set up their booth prior to the event, and may drive their vehicle to their vending location (prior to the event).  After the festival begins there will not be vehicles allowed to drive directly to the booth space or park next to your booth, there will be a loading and unloading area to do so, with a shuttle service to minimize vehicle traffic during the festival.  After to the event vendors will be allowed to drive their vehicles to their vending location. After the festival coordinators give you a designated location, there will be no switching, or moving without festival coordinator approval.  If you need more room for a storage trailer or refrigeration please make a note on your application. 

Vendor Access:

All vendors must carry official festival identification at all times, no exceptions.  Vehicle traffic will only be allowed during set-up, May 17th from 2pm –midnight, May 18th 7am to noon, and May 20th anytime after 7am.  Any exceptions must have written approval from the vendor coordinator.  We will be providing a shuttle from various locations for vendors to use in restocking their merchandise.  Each vendor will have one vendor parking pass, other employees must park in the general or camping parking area.  All scheduled vendor deliveries (UPS, FedEX, food, beverages, propane, fuel, etc.) to the campground must be pre-approved in writing by the vending coordinator. If you think you will be needing deliveries, please note on your application.  Mayhem on the Mountain and Indian Meadows Campground will not be responsible for any items, packages, or products delivered.  Should any emergency arise; please contact the vendor coordinator so that your concerns may be resolved.

Electricity:

If you want electricity for your booth, an additional $15 will need to be added to your booth fee.  Please explain in detail exactly what electrical needs you are requiring. 

Include all amperage draws on all electrical equipment you will be bringing.  We will have limited power available, so please do not underestimate your needs.  Please contact an electrician or manufacturer if you are not sure what you will need.  

Please bring all extension cords, there will be no equipment supplied from the festival. 
Under no circumstances will vendors be allowed to make any adjustments to the electrical junction boxes.  We will have an electrician on hand if a problem occurs.  

Conduct:

Vendors are solely responsible for the behavior and conduct of themselves and employees for the entirety of the festival.  As vendors you are not only representing your business but also the image and atmosphere of Mayhem on the Mountain and Indian Meadows Campground.  We expect you and your employees will behave professionally and courteously on and off the clock to all Mayhem on the Mountain/Indian Meadows Campground patrons, staff, and volunteers.  This is a family festival and we expect to establish a family atmosphere throughout the festival.  Any unacceptable behavior will be dealt with by the vendor coordinator on a case by case basis, which could result in expulsion from the festival with no refund of fees, or deposits. 

Booth Photos/Product List:


Please submit at least 4 photos of your booth, or set-up.  We prefer digital images, but will accept conventional photos. Please give a complete description of the photos.  Also required is a list of the merchandise you plan to serve at the festival, and what your prices will be (generally or specifically).  We will not try and guess what you are selling, or how your booth will look, so be as clear and specific as possible. 

Because we may have some specialty vendors, who focus on very specific items, our acceptance of your vending application may possibly require certain exclusions from merchandise.   If this should be necessary, we will first contact you to discuss it. Due to this, it is imperative that you list all merchandise. 

Restricted Products:

All items for sale or on display in a vendor booth must be approved by the vendor coordinator prior to the event.  Mayhem on the Mountain and Indian Meadows Campground reserves the right to prohibit the sale of certain items deemed undesirable at this festival.  Prohibited items for this event are as follows; merchandise containing nudity or foul language, “smoking paraphernalia”, unapproved food, or beverages, illegal substances of any kind, any merchandise or material not suitable for this event.  Failure to obey these restrictions will result in expulsion from the event with no refund of fees or deposits, and excluded from future events. The vendor coordinator will advise you of any products that they wish to exclude from your display upon review of your application.

Clean-up:


Vendors are solely responsible for cleaning up any trash, cigarette butts, or debris around your designated vending location from the time you arrive at your vending location, no exceptions.  Dumpsters and recycling bins will be in various locations throughout the campground.  Designated festival staff members will periodically collect refuse, recyclables, and compost throughout the duration of the event.  

Security:



Mayhem on the Mountain and Indian Meadows Campground will be providing some security staff beginning May 17th at 2pm and continuing to May 20th at 5pm.  Vendors are solely responsible for securing their vending booths after hours, which includes all monies, products and services, and equipment used by you at or near your vending location.  Any illegal activity should be reported to the security staff as soon as possible, and will be dealt with appropriately and immediately by security personnel or local and state law enforcement. Mayhem on the Mountain and Indian Meadows Campground will not be responsible for any loss or damage of goods caused by theft or negligence of the vendor.

Gate Access Times:


The gates will be open daily from 7am to 11pm for daily vehicle traffic.  We will have staff on hand directing vehicle and pedestrian traffic during these times.  In the event of an emergency outside of daily operational hours and no one is manning the gate, there will be a sign at the gate providing further instruction. 

State laws:




In accordance with the statutes and laws of the State of West Virginia, you are responsible for procuring all permits and documents needed for vending at Mayhem on the Mountain and Indian Meadows Campground.  Vendors are responsible for paying all appropriate sales tax with respect to the sales of goods or services in accordance with local and state laws.  Mayhem on the mountain and Indian Meadows Campground will not pay any taxes or expenses on your behalf.  Mayhem on the Mountain and Indian Meadows Campground are not responsible for any illegal activity undertaken by vendors or their employees. Indian Meadows Campground is located in Monongalia County, West Virginia.

Indemnification/Insurance:

You are solely responsible for any injuries, accidents, or losses which may be sustained as a result of your vending operations at Mayhem on the Mountain and Indian Meadows Campground.  Mayhem on the Mountain, Indian Meadows Campground, or any of its staff or volunteers shall have no responsibility for any accident or injury caused by your activities.  By participating in the Mayhem on the Mountain Bluegrass Festival, you are agreeing to indemnify and hold harmless Mayhem on the Mountain festival coordinators, volunteers and staff, Indian Meadows Campground and employees from any damages, lawsuits, or claims arising out of any injury or accidents occasioned by your activities.
